                       ATTENTION:  Winter Trip Leaders
The Avalanche Terrain Avoidance (ATA) course is a basic seminar and 1/2 field-day to help you
recognize when and where avalanche danger may exist and how to avoid it.  Sources of
information and methods for planning avalanche-safe routes will be presented.  Find out more
HERE.

ATA is recommended for all CMC trip leaders (regardless of sport or season) and required for
leaders who travel in snow-covered areas but do not travel in avalanche-prone terrain.
AIARE Level 1 (or equivalent) is required for trip leaders who travel in avalanche prone terrain.

Know Before You Go!  Hunting Season is Here

Hunting season has begun in many areas where CMCers recreate throughout the state, so
familiarize yourself with the planning resources you need to avoid active hunting.  Warning notices
are rarely posted at trailheads, so add this info to your trip planning checklist.  Check out this
helpful  blog by Robbie Monsma for more info.
